SPLED 400 TEACHING EXCEPTIONAL STUDENTS IN GENERAL EDUCATION 
SETTINGS (3) Educational rights, characteristics, identification procedures, and instructional 
practices for exceptional students with prereferral and mainstreaming as an emphasis. Not open 
to Special Education majors. Prerequisite: ED PSY 014 
 
ART 411 SEMINAR IN CONTEMPORARY ART (3 per semester, maximum of 6) Trends in 
contemporary art investigated within the framework of studio visitations, museum tours, and 
through other related avenues of encounter. 
 
ART 511 ISSUES IN CONTEMPORARY ART (1 - 3 per semester, maximum of 6) A critical 
survey of issues in contemporary art.

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A ED 489 ART EXPERIENCES WITH CHILDREN (3) Supervised observation, unit planning, 
and teaching in Saturday Morning Arts School: analysis of creative expressions and art programs 
for learners. Prerequisite: A ED 401 Concurrent: A ED 490 
 
A ED 490 CAPSTONE COURSE IN ART EDUCATION (2 credits per semester) Synthesis of 
preservice art education coursework; introduction to professional practices and standards; 
completion of teaching and learning portfolio. Prerequisite: admission to Teacher Preparation 
Program and successful completion of all required courses in the major except Student Teaching 
or final internship. Prerequisite or concurrent: A ED 488 for majors in the Museums and Cultural
